Students are advised to apply as early as possible using the
online application on www.susi.ie . SUSI grants are available for students completing Post
Leaving Certificate courses.

We are all waiting for further information on the date of the Leaving Certificate Applied
calculated grade results and starting times for college courses and once this information is
available I will be in contact with you again. Once the results are released students should
then pass these details to their chosen college and hopefully be in a position to take up their
place.
